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ANNEX 1: Online IWRM Survey Tool
What is the IWRM Survey tool? 
It is an online tool on the GWP Toolbox – IWRM Action Hub. It is based on the official country survey used for the global monitoring of SDG indicator 6.5.1 and consists of 33 questions divided into the four IWRM dimensions (Enabling Environment, Institutions & Participation, Management Instruments, and Financing). The tool is available in seven languages, namely Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Portuguese, Russian and Spanish. 
The IWRM Survey tool is also a way for users to gain further in-depth information and test their understanding of the key challenges of IWRM implementation in their country. After completing the survey, the user will be offered tailor-made content recommendations from the Toolbox Tools, Resource Library and Case Studies, inviting users to view material that is relevant to their particular IWRM challenges. Users are also able to view how their self-assessment results compare to those of the latest round of SDG indicator 6.5.1 monitoring. 
Who should use the tool? 
For the SDG 6.5.1 reporting process, it is primarily intended to be used by SDG 6.5.1 Focal Points to consult with stakeholders in online format or to get preliminary feedback during stakeholder consultations.  Beyond the reporting process, the tool is available for any water professional interested to test their understanding of IWRM progress in their respective countries or looking for tailored content on IWRM initiatives around the world (government officials, river basin organisations, civil society, academia, students, private sector).
How to use the tool? 
The Survey tool could be used as input to virtual or in-person stakeholder consultations as a user-friendly, easily accessible way to receive perspectives from a wide range of stakeholders on the SDG 6.5.1 survey questions. This can replace or complement an in-person consultation workshop – to allow stakeholders to familiarize themselves with the survey in advance and to identify questions with diverging opinions/scoring.  
Further info for users: To start filling out the survey, a user is required to input some basic details, such as their name, organisation, email address, and country. If the online survey is being used by the SDG 6.5.1 Focal Point to gather inputs from stakeholders, a specific country code will have to be entered before registration is complete. Once registered, the user can complete the survey. For each question, the user is asked to score the degree to which that aspect of IWRM is being implemented. This is done by dragging a toggle across the scoring scale which displays the corresponding progress description on the right. Each question can be skipped by ticking the ‘Not applicable’ box. It is also possible to provide text on ‘status and progress’ and ‘way forward’ in the designated free text field (as per the Word version of the survey). Users are encouraged to consult the ‘Glossary’ and ‘How to complete the survey’ featured on each Survey page. 
We recommend registering or logging in to a user account on the GWP Toolbox platform, which allows submissions to be reviewed after completing the Survey. If a user wishes to complete the Survey without logging in, there is a possibility to receive Survey results via email, however, the content recommendations will not be included.
